Safer Internet Day is 
coordinated by the Insafe network and is celebrated every year across Europe, and in other countries worldwide. 
  
In the UK, Safer Internet Day is organised by the  UK Safer Internet Centre  ( www.saferinternetday.org.uk ), and this 
year’s theme is “Create, Connect and Share Respect: a be�er internet starts with you” 
  
Our school is par�cipa�ng alongside hundreds of other schools across the UK and students will be learning about 
how to use the internet safely and posi�vely.
